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Craft for: Castaway Cats
Cat Finger Puppet

Materials:

· Construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

Optional

· Stapler

· Tape

· Hole punch

· Yarn

Instructions:

1. Print the template onto the construction paper, either white or coloured paper.

2. Cut out the pieces.

3. Have the children glue around the edges of the body to make a pocket for their fingers. 

4. Glue the ears and paws onto the cat.

5. Draw a face on the cat, and any other features as desired.

6. If the glue will take to long to dry for the children to use the puppets, then the puppets could be sealed with staples or tape. 

7. To make the project a bit more interesting, there could be holes punched around the side of the cat, which the children could sew shut with yarn.
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Craft for: The Cat in the Hat
Hat From the Cat in the Hat

Materials:

· Red and White Construction Paper 
· A pencil
· Scissors 
· Tape, glue, or a stapler 
Instructions:

1. Take a piece of red construction paper that will fit around each child’s head.

2. Glue strips of white construction paper onto the red paper to make a striped pattern.

3. Trace a circle using the paper tube onto a red or white piece of construction paper.
4. Draw a larger circle around that one, and draw tabs on the inside of the inner circle. 

5. Cut out the outside and inside of the circle with the tabs.
6. Attach the tabs to the bottom of the paper tube to make a brim for your hat.
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Craft for: The Curious Demise of a Contrary Cat
Hanging Around Cat
Materials:

1. Four dinner-size paper plates

2. card stock (heavy paper)

3. pink paper or pink crayon or marker 
4. glue

Instructions:

1. Print out the patterns for the face and tongue and the patterns for the tail and back legs on to card stock and cut them out, or have the children cut them out.
2. Print out the cat face pattern and use it as a template to cut a paper plate to make the cats face. Use the pattern to cut just the ear shapes out of another paper plate for the back of the head. Glue the two paper plates together (top to top) to make the face.
3. Cut the tongue and nose from pink paper or color them pink and glue them to the face. Draw in the whiskers. Cut out the eyes and glue them on the face or draw the eyes with a marker.
4. Glue two paper plates together (top to top) to make the body. Glue the head to the body as shown. Glue on the legs, arms, and tail.

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Craft for: Detective LaRue: Letters from the Investigation
Cat Masks
Materials:

· Paper plate

· Craft stick

· Pipe cleaner

· Tissue paper

· Coloured paper

· Crayons

· Scissors

· Tape, glue, stapler

Instructions:

1. Copy the template onto each child’s paper plate.
2. Have each child cut out their cat face.

3. Give each child a craft stick. Attach the craft stick to the back of the plate letting the stick hang down below the face to create a handle. 
4. Measure on each plate where the child’s eyes will be, and cut out the holes.

5. Add pipe cleaner whiskers. 
6. Have the children create a nose and other features of the cat face with crayons, coloured tissue paper, paper shreds, or other materials on hand.
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Craft for: Drat That Fat Cat
Kitty Yarn Bug
Materials:

· Orange, Brown, White, Black and/or Tan Yarn 

· Orange Brown, White, Black and/or Tan Craft Foam or construction paper 

· Two Wiggle Eyes -- 20mm 

· 2-1/2" Styrofoam Ball 
· Heavy cardboard
· Tacky Glue 

· Scrap of Black Plastic Lace 

· Scissors 

Instructions:
1. Print pattern for ears, nose, and feet onto paper. If using craft foam, print on regular paper, staple to the foam and trim the outlines. Either cut the pieces out ahead of time or have the children cut their own pieces out.

2. Make a pompom by wrapping yarn around the heavy cardboard at least 100 times.

3. Cut a 6 inch piece of yarn and slide it under one side of the wrapped yarn and tie tightly.

4. Turn the yarn wrapped cardboard over and cut completely through the yarn on this side. Turn the yarn blob sideways and smooth down strands.
5. Give each child either one section of the egg carton or a Styrofoam ball.

6. Glue the egg carton or ball to the feet.

7. Glue the pompom to the carton or ball.

8. Glue on the eyes, nose, and ears.
9. Glue on the black plastic lace for whiskers, or any suitable material.
10. This craft can easily be sized smaller by using a smaller square of cardboard and a smaller Styrofoam ball.
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Alternate Craft for: Drat That Fat Cat

Cat Toy

Materials:

· kinder egg or pompom 
· jingle bells 
· ¼" yellow satin ribbon
· masking tape
· Optional: catnip
Instructions:

1. If you are going to use the catnip, it will go inside the kinder egg. You will need to poke holes in the egg first with a small nail. Poke the holes from the outside in so there will be no sharp edges for anyone to hurt their fingers on. 
2. Cut a 5" length of the yellow satin ribbon for each child.

3. Tie one end of the ribbon to the jingle bell. 
4. Insert a ½" length of the other end of the ribbon into the egg and tape it down. Now it is time to add the catnip to the egg. Place a small amount of catnip inside the egg.
5. Squeeze a thin line of hot glue around the inner edge of the top part of the egg that will cover the other half. Quickly join the egg together again holding the top parts of the eggs so you don't burn your fingers. Hold the egg halves together briefly until secure.

6. Let dry an additional five minutes and enjoy hours of fun with your cat(s).
7. If using the pompom instead of the egg, just tie the ribbon around the pompom.
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Craft for: Fat Cat: A Danish Folktale

Fat Cats
Materials:

· Paper

· Stapler

· Newspaper

· Crayons or markers

· Glue

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Print out the two cat templates for each child to colour and cut out.
2. Put both templates together and staple together around the edges, leaving an opening on one end.

3. Have the children stuff their cats with newspaper, and make as fat as they want.

4. Once the cats are well-stuffed, staple the opening closed.
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Craft for: Honey-Honey-Lion

Paper Bag Lion
Materials:

· Paper bags

· Paints, markers, or crayons

· Yellow construction paper

· Scissors
· Glue

Instructions:

1. Have the children cut their yellow construction paper into thin strips, or do this ahead of time.

2. Curl the strips of paper with scissors. The strips could also be curled by running them over the edge of a desk or wrapping around a finger.

3. Have the children create a lion face on their paper bags. This can be done with just markers and crayons, or also some scraps of paper or other material 

4. Now the children can take all of the paper strips and glue them around the top and under the flap of their paper bags to create a wonderful lion with a curly mane. Enjoy Crafting!
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Craft for: If Not For the Calico Cat

Calico Cats

Materials:

· White construction paper
· Orange, white and black tissue paper

· Glue

· Yarn

· Googly eyes

Instructions:

1. Print each child a cat template onto the white paper.

2. Have the children paint their paper with glue (add water to make the glue easier to spread)

3. The children cat then lay on small squares of orange, white and black tissue paper.

4. Use the yarn for whiskers and add googly eyes.
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Craft for: Kitten’s First Full Moon
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A Cat Lover's Bookmark
Materials: 
· Coloured construction paper
· Colourful pipe cleaners

· Scissors
· Crayons
· Other materials to decorate the bookmark

Instructions:

1. Give each child a cat shape on coloured construction paper to cut out. You could also use a heavier weight piece of paper if you wish to make a sturdier bookmark.
2. Have the children decorate their cats. Add a cute face, stripes, a collar, etc.
3. Next take a colourful pipe cleaner and curl one end of it into a flat ball. This will be your cat's ball of yarn.
4. Attach the other end of the pipe cleaner to the center of the cat. Poke it through the cat shape and secure it in place on the back side.
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Craft for: Library Lion

Paper Plate Lion
Materials: 

· Paper Plate 

· Paint, crayons/markers, or coloured construction paper
· Small Foam Brush or Paint Brush 

· Craft Glue
· Brown or black pipe cleaners

· 1 ½ inch brown pompoms

· ¾ inch red pompom

· Scissors

· Wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Give each child a paper plate to colour like a lion. This can be done with paint, crayons, or markers. The plates could also be covered with coloured construction paper. 

2. Next, the children can use a pair of scissors to cut slits, about 3/4 of an inch thick all the way around the plate edge. Cut down into the plate about 2-inches. Most plates have a small ridge, like the one visible above, that you can use as a guide.
3. The lion's mane can be fluffed up by gently folding alternate strips up and down. This gives the mane a nice dimensional look.
4. Glue on two brown pompoms for cheeks and the red pompom for a nose

5. For the whiskers, cut 6 - 8 pieces of pipe cleaner, each about 6-inches long. Put a generous amount of glue on one end of each pipe cleaner piece and poke 3 into the bottom side of each cheek.
6. Add a pair of fun, wiggle eyes using craft glue.
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You can hang the lion up for all to admire or even add a stick and turn him into a puppet.

Craft for:Lucia and the Light
Cat Charmers

Materials:

· A pencil, dowel, or popsicle stick

· Ribbon and/or coloured string

· Coloured construction paper

· Stickers

· Glue/tape

Instructions:

1. First have the children decorate their pencil, dowel or Popsicle stick. They can wrap coloured paper around it, add some stickers, or anything else that is on hand to decorate with

2. Give the children a dozen or so pre-cut lengths of ribbon or string.

3. Attach the ribbon or string to the stick with glue or tape.

4. Have the children dance with the charmers when they are finished.
Craft for: Mr. Pusskins: A love story
Egg Carton Cat

Materials: 
· Egg cartons

· Scissors

· Glue

· Markers, or crayons

· Yarn

· Optional: small pompom and wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Cut 2 individual egg cups apart. One will be the body and tabs can be cut at the four corners for the cat's feet. On that same cup, cut out the sides to make legs. The other cup will be the head section and two tabs can be cut out of two corners to make the ears. This could be done ahead of time or done by the children.
2. Glue the head section on top of the body section. 

3. Have the children create a face on the cat with markers or crayons.
4. The children could also use a pompom for the nose and wiggly eyes.
5. Attach a bit of yarn for a tail.
6. The rest of the cat could also be coloured or decorated as desired.
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Craft for: Mrs. Crump’s Cat
Adopt a Cat!
Materials:

· Faux fur or coloured paper

· Yarn

· Wiggly eyes

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Print and cut out the template. Use the cut-out to trace a cat shape onto the faux fur for the children to cut out. As an alternative to the faux fur, the children could draw and cut out their own cats.

2. Add wiggly eyes to the cats.

3. Have a small piece of paper to make a nametag for the cats. Attach the tag to the cats with yarn.

4. Fill out adoptions papers for each child and the cats.

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Craft for: My Cat, the Silliest Cat in the World
Cute Cuddly Cup Cat
Materials:

· Styrofoam cup
· Pipe cleaners
· Scissors
· Coloured construction paper
· Crayons and/or markers
· Tape
· Glue
Instructions:

1. Give each child two pipe cleaners, one cut in fourths and one in thirds. 
2. Print out the template on coloured paper for each child to cut out.

3. Have the children thread one of the two of the longer pipe cleaner pieces through each of the cat ears and the remaining piece through the cat's tail. 
4. The children can cut out a cat nose and two cat eyes from coloured construction paper, or these pieces can be pre-cut.

5. With the Styrofoam cups upside down, have the children create a cat's face on one of the sides. The cups can also be coloured or covered in coloured paper.
6. Glue on the cat's nose and eyes and thread the small pipe cleaner pieces through the front of the cup to create some great cat whiskers. 
7. Next poke the cat ears that were threaded through the pipe cleaners into the top of the cup and add the tail to the back or side of the cup. 
8. The children can decorate their cup cats with colors, crayon, and marker. 
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Craft for: Skippyjon Jones
Cat Headbands

Materials:

· Coloured construction paper

· Scissors

· Crayons or markers

· Glue or tape

Instructions:

1. Measure each child's head, and cut a piece of construction paper long enough to create a headband. 
2. Glue the paper together so the headband fits snugly on the child's head but is loose enough to take off easily. 
3. Have the children create ears on construction paper. They could make very large ears to look like Skippyjon. This could be on coloured construction paper or white paper. 

4. The children can decorate and colour their ears.

5. Then, either staple or glue the ears to the headband.
Craft for: Tiger Can’t Sleep
Tiger Pencil Holder
Materials:
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Printable pattern (see below) 

· Plastic juice can (washed and dried) 

· Tiger print, black, and white Flexi-Foam by Fibre Craft; could also use construction paper 

· 3 Black chenille stems 

· Wire cutters 

· 24 mm Wiggle Eyes 

· Scissors 

· Pen 

· Tacky glue 

· Rubber bands, optional 

Instructions:
1. Cut a piece of Tiger print to fit around the juice can. Glue to the can. Note: You may need to use rubber bands to hold the foam piece around the can. Remove rubber bands after the glue dries. 

2. Print out pattern for the tiger face. Cut out pieces. 

3. Trace around the tiger face pattern piece on the white craft foam. 

4. Cut out the tiger face. 

5. Glue the white piece on the tiger foam. 

6. Trace around the nose piece on black craft foam. 

7. Glue the nose piece on the white piece. (See photo for placement) 

8. Cut one chenille stem in half. Bend for the mouth. Attach with glue at the bend. 

9. Cut one chenille stem in half. Bend in half. Repeat for other half of chenille stem. 

10. Glue the whiskers on the frame. (See photo for placement) 

11. Repeat for other side of face with last chenille stem. 

12. After glue is dry on chenille stems, separate whiskers gently. 

13. Cut out 2 circles of white craft foam slightly larger than the wiggle eyes. 

14. Glue the white circles on the Tiger foam. (See photo for placement) 

15. Glue the wiggle eyes in the middle of the white circles. 

16. Trace around the outer ear pieces on the Tiger print foam. 

17. Cut pieces out. 

18. Trace around the inner ear piece on white craft foam. 

19. Cut pieces out. 

20. Glue white inner ear pieces on the tiger ears. (See photo for placement) 

21. Attach the ears to the inside of the can above the eyes with glue. 

22. After everything is dry, add your pencils and display on your desk. 

Template
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Alternate Craft for: Tiger Can’t Sleep
Toilet Roll Tiger

Materials:

· a toilet paper roll 
· something to colour with

· scissors

· glue

· paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces for each child to cut and colour. Alternatively, the pieces could be cut out beforehand.
2. Glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube.

3. Glue on the chest. (oval)

4. Glue on the head, arms, legs and tail.

5. Try printing one copy on orange construction paper and one on white.  Then mix and match the pieces.
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Craft for: Tiger, Tiger

Terrible Tigers
Materials:
· White, orange, and black construction paper

· Crayons and markers

· Scissors

· Glue

· Craft sticks

Instructions:

1. Print out a mask template for each child, either on orange paper or white paper they can colour.

2. Have the children cut out the tigers and a hole for their eyes.

3. The children can makes tiger stripes with crayon, markers, or strips of black paper.

4. Attach a craft stick to the side of each mask.

Grrrrr! Let's make some tigers! We can make tiger masks or your very own terrible tiger pictures. To make a tiger mask, cut a tiger mask shape using the template and attach a colored or regular craft stick to the side or base as a holder, cut out the eye shapes, and decorate with crayon, paper stripes, and other materials. To make a picture tiger, cut out the tiger shape and attach it to a background piece of colored construction paper. Decorate with crayons, paper stripes, and add a background behind your tiger if you have time!
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Alternate Craft for: Tiger, Tiger
Paper Plate Tiger

Materials: 
· paper plate

· orange paint, orange construction paper, orange tissue paper

· black paint or black marker

· scissors

· glue
· yarn

Instructions:

1. Either Paint your paper plate orange or glue orange construction/tissue paper onto it (rip 1 inch (ish) squares of construction/tissue paper and glue them on with a mixture of 1/2 water and 1/2 regular children's white glue.  This is sort of like mod podging)

2. Print out the template for each child to cut out.

3. Glue the pieces onto the tiger face.

4. The stripes can also be made with the black marker or paint.

5. The mouth can be made with bits of yarn.
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Template
Craft for: When Cats go Wrong
Cool Cork Cat
Materials:

· 3 corks
· Pipe cleaners
· Toothpicks
· Scissors
· Markers or paints
Instructions:

1. Have the children create their cats by attaching the three corks using pieces of toothpicks to make the body. 
2. The children can then attach pieces of pipe cleaner to create ears, whiskers, feet and legs, and a tail. 
3. Decorate further with markers or paints. 
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Alternate Craft for: When Cats go Wrong
Cardboard Roll Cat

Materials:

· Cardboard rolls (eg. Paper towel)

· Scissors

· Glue

· Flat cardboard

· Paint, crayons, or markers

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Give each child a 1 inch long piece of cardboard roll.

2. Either print the template pieces and trace onto cardboard for the children to cut, or print the template onto thinner white or coloured paper. 
3. If decorating with crayons or markers, cover the roll with white or coloured paper.

4. Have the children make a face on the cat heads and colour the tails
5. Glue the heads and tails onto the cardboard roll bodies.
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
