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Craft for: The Big Bad Wolf and Me
Clothespin wolf or dog

Materials:

· 4 pinch style wooden clothespins

· Wood glue

· Felt

· Googly eyes

· Pompom

· Markers 

· Pencil

Instructions:

1. To form the front end of the dog, pinch open a clothespin and apply glue to the inner surface of the opened end. Then clamp the glued end onto a second clothespin, just behind the metal spring.
2. For the dog's tail end, glue and clamp together the last two clothespins so that one holds the other wide open. When the glue is dry, fit the opened end of the back half onto the lower end of the front half. Apply glue to bond the two sections. 
3. From the felt, cut out wolf ears and circular paws. Then glue ears and paws, the googly eyes, and the pom-pom nose onto the dog. 
4. This craft can be coloured to look like the picture, coloured as a wolf, or any other way desired. 
5. Finally, pinch open the dog's mouth and insert a pencil, balancing its weight equally on both sides.

Craft for: Alex Anklebone and Andy the Dog
Puppy Finger Puppet

Materials:

· Construction paper- either coloured or white for the children to colour

· Scissors

· Glue

Optional

· Stapler

· Tape

· Hole punch

· Yarn

Instructions:

1. Print the template onto the construction paper. 

2. Have the children cut out the pieces. If too fiddly for small hands, have the pieces pre-cut.

3. Have the children glue around the edges of the body to make a pocket for their fingers. 

4. Glue the ears and paws onto the dog.

5. Draw a face on the dog, and any other features as desired.

6. If the glue will take too long to dry for the children to use the puppets, then the puppets could be sealed with staples or tape. 

7. To make the project a bit more interesting, there could be holes punched around the side of the dog, which the children could sew shut with yarn.

Dog Tags

Materials:

· Construction paper

· Crayons

· Hole punch

· Yarn

Instructions:

1. Print the bone template out on either white or coloured construction paper.

2. Have the children choose dog names for themselves.

3. The children can either write their dog name on their bone themselves, or they could have some help with this.

4. The children can then decorate their bones however they wish to.

5. Punch a hole in each bone to tie the yarn through

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Craft for: A Day in the Life of Murphy

Footprint Pets
Materials:

· Paper (brown, black or white)

· Scissors

· Glue

· Wiggly eyes

· Black pompoms

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Trace each child’s foot (in shoes or stocking feet is best) on brown, black or white paper.
2. Have the children cut the shape out.

3. Next have the children draw and cut out ear shapes. These could be shaped like a dog’s ears, or whatever shape the children would like. Alternatively, have a variety of pre-cut ear shapes for the children to choose from.

4. The children can glue the ears onto the footprints.

5. Have the children add wiggly eyes and a black pompom nose.

6. The children could also cut out and glue on legs and a tail. Alternatively, the footprint pet could be glued onto a background piece of paper. The children could then simply draw on extra features.
7. Have the children decorate their pets further, perhaps with spots or different colours.

Craft for: The Dog Who Cried Wolf

Paper Bag Dogs

Materials:

· Brown paper bags

· Brown construction paper

· Red construction paper

· Glue or tape

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for the ears, legs, tail, and eyes on brown paper. Print out the tongue on red paper (or the children could also colour the parts as they wish to).

2. Either cut the pieces out or have the children do the cutting.

3. Attach the tongue underneath the bottom flap

4. Attach the eyes, ears, legs, and tail.

5. The children can further decorate their dogs as desired, with spots, paper shreds, crayons, etc.

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Craft for: Duck at the Door
Egg Duck

Materials:

· Plastic eggs (White works best, but you can use any color you like)
· Craft foam
· Feathers
· Wiggle eyes
· Ribbon
· Tacky glue
Instructions:

1. First print out the duck feet and bill template for each child. The children can use the templates to cut two feet and a bill out of the craft foam. You could also do this ahead of time.
2. Have the children glue the bill and feet onto their eggs.
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3. The children can then glue feathers onto their eggs. Try a feather on either side of the bill to look like wings, another on the back to be a tail feather, and then a tiny one on top of the head.

4. The children can then glue on wiggly eyes, and use a fine-tipped marker to draw nostrils onto the duck’s bill.
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5. As a finishing touch, cut a piece of ribbon, tie it into a bow, and have the children glue it onto their ducks. You can glue it either below the bill or more towards the top of the head.
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Alternate Craft for: Duck at the Door
Paper Pet Store

Materials:

· Paper
· Scissors
· Something to colour with
Instructions:

1. Give each child a piece of paper. The children can fold the paper in half.

2. Have the children draw the outside of a pet store on the top half of the paper. Make sure the children include windows and a door.
3. Next the children can cut out windows on three sides, so the windows become flaps.
4. The children can then draw a variety of animals inside of the flaps on the bottom half of the paper. When the flaps are opened, there will be animals peeking out.

5. The children can further decorate and colour the outside of the pet shop. Make sure each pet shop gets a name! If desired, the children could also draw in more details around the animals on the bottom piece of paper to create the inside of the pet store.

6. As another option, the children could cut animal pictures out of magazines to put in their pet stores.
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Craft for: Jimmy’s Boa and the Bungee Jump Slam Dunk
Circly Snake

Materials:

· Construction Paper

· Scissors

· Glue or tape

Instructions:

1. Cut a variety of colours of construction paper into 3 cm strips. The children could also cut out their own strips.

2. Give each child a dozen or so strips.

3. Glue or tape the first strip into a ring. 

4. Link another piece of paper through the ring and tape or glue into another ring.

5. Continue this pattern with the rest of the strips of paper to form a chain.

6. Have each child cut a snake head from a piece of construction paper, and attach to the end of the chain.
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Craft for: King Puck
Toilet Paper Roll Goat

Materials:

· Toilet paper roll

· Glue

· Scissors

· Paper

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out a template for each child to colour and cut out. The pieces could also be cut out beforehand.

2. Glue the large rectangular piece on first to cover the tube.  Toilet paper rolls come in different sizes, so if you find the rectangle is a bit too big, just trim it down.  If you find it's a bit too small, just cut out another small piece to fill in the gap.
3. Glue on the head, arms, legs and bell.

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Craft for: The Mysterious Tadpole

Pasta Pets

Materials:

· Variety of dry pasta: elbow, bow tie, penne, wagon wheels, rigatoni, etc.

· Pipe cleaners

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Give each child a variety of pasta and a few pipe cleaners.

2. Create the animal's torso by sliding a few pieces of pasta onto the center of a pipe cleaner. (Wagon wheels are perfect for a chubby belly; rigatoni for a lean one.) 
3. Then, bend the pipe cleaner on both sides of the torso to form a neck and tail. Add more pasta and fold the tips of the pipe cleaner to hold the pieces in place. 
4. Bend the neck (between pastas) into a right angle to form a face.
5. To attach legs, ears, or horns, twist shorter lengths of pipe cleaner around the body and string them with macaroni. You can even glue on miniature soup pastas for a mane or fur. 
6. Kids can create whatever sort of pasta pet they would like.
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Craft for: Some Dog
Dog Ear Headbands

Materials:

· Paper

· Glue or tape

· Scissors

· Crayons

Instructions:

1. Have the children cut out two strips of paper of whatever colour they would like that when connected will fit around their head. 
2. Connect the strips with glue or tape, (staples will catch the child's hair). 
3. Supply the children with brown paper for ears and have them cut the paper however they want to and tape them on the outside of the headband. 
4. Ask the children what they would like you to write on their headband, i.e. Doggie Fred, Puppy Sarah.
The children can further decorate their headbands with the crayons, if desired.
