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Craft for: The Animal Boogie
Elephant Puppet Craft
Materials:

· Paper Plate 

· Grey Paint or Crayons
· Grey Construction Paper 

· Popsicle Stick 

· Glue 
· Crayons or Markers

Instructions:

1. Give each child a paper plate to paint or colour grey or cover with grey construction paper to look like an elephant. 
2. Have each child cut two large ear shapes out of the construction paper and glue them in place. 
3. Cut out a big circle in the center of the plate where the nose would be. 
4. The children can glue or tape a Popsicle stick on the back side, along the bottom edge. The stick is used to control the puppets. 
5. The children can put their arms through the hole to be the elephant's trunk!
6. The children can also add eyes and any other features they would like.
Craft for: The Great Kapok Tree

Rainforest Decorative String
Materials: 
· Construction paper (many colors) 

· Crayons or markers 

· Scissors 

· Glue, tape, or staples 
· A long piece of green or brown yarn or string
Instructions:
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Print the leaf templates onto the coloured paper for the children to cut out. Make sure to draw a thick stem on the top (your leaf will hang from this stem, which will be folded over).
2. Cut out the leaf. Draw the leaf veins if you wish. 
3. Fold the leaf's stem in half.
4. Attach the leaf to a long string using tape, glue, or staples. Make more leaves and attach them to the string. 
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Have a few animal and butterfly templates printed out for the children to cut out and add to their vines. A nice way to attach butterflies to the vine is by taping (or stapling) a V-shaped pipe cleaner to the butterfly's head (as its antennae), and then twisting the pipe cleaner to attach it to the vine. 

6. Draw details on your flowers and animals, and attach them to the string (using tape, glue, staples or pipe cleaners).
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Craft for: Hilda Must be Dancing

Long Necked Giraffe

Materials:

· Heavy paper

· Craft stick

· Tape

· Scissors

· Coloured construction paper

· Crayons and/or markers

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to trace onto the heavy paper, or do this beforehand.

2. Have the children cut out the giraffe pieces, and cut a slit in the giraffe body where the line is marked on the template large enough for the neck to slide through.

3. The children can then attach the neck to a craft stick with tape, which will enable the neck to slide and expand.

4. Once the neck has been slid through the body, the giraffes are ready for decorating. The children can use crayons, markers, or even cut out spots and features from the construction paper.
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Craft for: If Your Happy and You Know It
Lion Mask or Wall Hanging

Materials:

· Paper plate 

· Tan or brown yarn 

· Brown or tan, red, and black construction paper 

· 3 or 4 Brown pipe cleaners 

· Tacky glue 

· Scissors 

· Utility knife 

· Crayons 

· Hole punch (for mask) 

Instructions:

1. Do this step only if you are making a mask - this can also be a wall hanging. Measure the plate over each child’s face to determine where the eye holes should be. Cut out the holes.

2. Have the children colour their masks with crayons. 

3. The face details can be drawn on or made from cut-out shapes. 

4. If using cut out shapes to make the face, print the templates for the children, either on coloured or white paper. The cheeks are made of two circles, and are put on (touching each other) before the black nose is put on. The eyebrows and inner ear details are drawn on. 

5. Give each child 6-8 pipe cleaner halves to glue on for the lion's whiskers. 

6. Cut pieces of yarn about 2 inches long to make the lion's mane. These are glued all around the "head" of the lion. Using thick craft glue will make this part much easier. 

7. If you're making a mask, use the hole punch to punch a hole on either side of the mask. Cut two pieces of yarn (about six inches long apiece). Tie one piece in each hole to make a strap to hold the mask. 

8. Another option for kids who do not like having masks tied on is for them to just hold it up to their face. 
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Templates
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Ears
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Craft for: It’s Simple Said Simon

Paper Bag Tiger Craft
Materials:

· a paper lunch bag
· orange construction paper or orange poster paint
· some crayons
· glue
· paper
· Optional: big wiggly eyes
Instructions:

1. Get familiar with the paper bag, while it is lying flat. The side that is smooth is the back of the tiger. On the other side is a flippy tab, which is the tiger’s head. Underneath of this tab is the mouth. There is a flap of paper on the sides of the bag, which is where the arms will be slipped into.

2. Give each child a copy of the templates, which they can colour and cut out. The pieces could also be coloured after gluing to the bag. 
3. Cover the paper bag with orange construction paper (just glue it on and trim) or paint the paper bag orange and let dry.
4. Glue the tongue underneath the flippy tab.
5. Glue the stripes (small ones from first template) onto the head. 
6. Glue the nose (a big oval) onto the head.  It should overlap the body a bit.
7. Glue the eyes onto the head above the nose.  If you like, you can use wiggly eyes instead of the paper template pieces.
8. Glue the ears onto the head
9. Glue the arms into the flap.
10. Glue the hair tuft onto the head.
11. Glue the stripes onto the body.
12. Glue the tail onto the back.
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Craft for: Jungle Bullies

Jungle Monkeys
Materials:

· White paper

· Coloured construction paper

· Glue

· Scissors

· Crayons, markers, etc.

Instructions:

1. Print out the monkey and several leaf templates on either the white or on coloured construction paper for the children to cut out.

2. Arrange the pieces on a background piece of paper. The children can draw in vines for the monkey to swing on.

3. Have the children add in anything else they think should be in their jungles.

Templates
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Craft for: One Tiny Turtle

Baby Turtles
Materials:

· An egg carton 
· Scissors
· Markers or crayons
· Tape or glue
· Coloured paper
Instructions:

1. Print the turtle template onto coloured paper for each child. The template may need to be sized. The head and legs could also be used without the middle section of the template.
2. Give each child either one section of an egg carton or a bowl.
3. Have the children colour their egg cup like a turtle. They could also glue on pieces of coloured paper.
4. Next the children can glue their turtle shell on top of the turtle pieces.
5. Have the children draw a face on the turtle head.
6. The turtles can also be turned into paperweights by filling the egg cups with small stones before gluing onto the turtle body.
Template
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Craft for: Safari in South Africa

Canteen Paper Plate Craft 
Materials:

· two small paper plates
· green and black paint, markers, or crayons

· glue
· ribbon, string or wool
· film canister or lid from mouthwash, or a small piece of rolled up paper

· sponge or cotton ball
· scissors and hole punch
Instructions:

1. Put a bunch of green and a smidge of black (or brown or yellow) in a paper plate.  DON'T mix them.
2. Have the children dab the sponge or cotton ball into the paint and dab it onto the paper plates (the bottom of the plates is what we're using, not the part you eat off of).
3. Let dry.

4. For a less messy craft, the plates could also be coloured with markers or crayons, with the children making any design that they would like.

5. The children can glue a piece of black construction paper across the middle of the plates or paint a black line.
6. Glue or staple the plates together rim to rim.

7. Cut two slits in the top of the paper plate the same width apart as the film canister or mouthwash lid or roll of paper.

8. Slide it into the slits from the paper plate.  You can add a bit of glue if you want to make it sturdier
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Poke holes on either side of the canteen and put your string/wool/ribbon through so the child can wear their canteen.


Alternate Craft for: Safari in South Africa
Elephant Pencil Holder  

Materials:

· Can about 4" tall, or other suitable round container, such as a cup 

· Tacky glue 

· Scissors 

· Tape 

· Crayons or markers 

· Gray construction paper 

· Wiggle eyes or white construction paper 

Instructions:

1. Cut each child a piece of paper large enough to cover the outside of the can. Tape it to the can. If using an alternative round container that is less sturdy than a can, then try to find something heavyish to put in the bottom of the can for stability.

2. Print out the ear template on grey paper for each child.

3. Have the children glue the ears to the can. If desired, make a fold about 1/4 " wide down the "inside" part of the ears. Make a cut halfway down the fold and bend one part of the inside part forward and one part backwards. When you glue them to the can, it will make the ears "stand up." 

4. Print the trunk for the children to cut out. A pencil can be used to "curl the trunk" so that it will stand out from the can instead of laying flat. (You take a pencil and the end part of the trunk and roll the paper gently around the pencil about halfway up the trunk.) Draw nostrils on the part that will be turned up, and wrinkles along the trunk. Make a 1/4" fold at the top and glue the trunk to the can. 

5. Glue on two wiggle eyes or use the white paper and a black pen to make your own eyes and glue them on the can on either side of the trunk. 

6. The children can draw the elephant a mouth below the trunk, and any other details they would like for their elephants (wrinkles, tusks, etc.).
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Craft for: Through the Heart of the Jungle

Rain Sticks

Materials:

· Empty paper towel roll

· Lightweight green stationary or wrapping paper
· Pencil
· Glue or tape
· Scissors
· Aluminum foil
· Dry lentils or unpopped popcorn kernels, about 1 /4 cup for each child
· Crayons or coloured markers
Instructions:

1. Lightly trace the end of the tube with a pencil onto the green paper. Draw a larger circle around the first one and repeat with another piece of paper. Use scissors to snip notches in the paper circles. These circles will be used to cover the ends of the tube.
2. Cover one end of the tube by applying glue to the notches of one of the circles, and then close them around the end of the tube, allowing them to overlap. Let dry. The circles could be taped on as well. Do not cover the other end of tube.
3. While the glue is drying, have the children lightly squeeze a 9-inch wide and 22-inch-long piece of aluminum foil into a snake shape. Then, fold the snake in half and very, very loosely twist it into a fat rope.
4. The children can then put the aluminum foil rope inside the tube. Pour in the 1/4 cup of lentils or popcorn.
5. Cover the other end of the tube with the other paper circle and let the glue dry, or use tape.
6. Cut a piece of green paper that is the same length as the tube and about 6 1/2 inches in width, so when rolled around the tube, it overlaps. Have the children decorate their pieces of paper however they would like with the crayons or markers. They could draw things to do with the jungle, such as leaves or jungle animals.
7. Glue the paper around the tube and allow it to dry.
8. To hear the "rain" fall, slowly tip the tube.
Craft for: We All Went on Safari

Camouflage Binoculars Craft
Materials:

· two toilet paper rolls

· glue or tape

· ribbon, string or wool

· scissors and hole punch

· something to color with

· paper

· OPTIONAL:  small scrap of black construction paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child, either in colour or have them colour and cut the pieces.

2. Glue or tape the large rectangle to the toilet paper roll.
3. Glue or tape the small rectangle to the end of the tp roll.
4. Repeat with the second template.
5. Glue or tape the two tp rolls together side by side.
6. OPTIONAL:  Cut a piece of black construction paper about 2" x 3". Roll the piece so you have a small tube. Glue the tube to the top, of your binoculars (this is the focus).

7. Punch holes on either side of the binoculars.
8. String a piece of wool, ribbon or string through the binoculars.
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
