The form may 

be filled out online or printed and filled out by hand. Please provide as much detail as possible. 

For author readings in 2022, the deadline for applications to be received by Peace Library System 

is October 31, 2022. Your application will be reviewed and we will let you know if it is approved. 

If approved, you will receive a cheque of $250 made out to the library to reimburse program costs, 

the month after the program is expected to run.
