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Craft for: Adelita: a Mexican Cinderella Story

Princess and Wizard Hats
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Materials:

· Coloured heavy paper or cardboard
· Scissors

· Stapler
· Elastic 
· Glue

· Crepe paper

· Colourful curling ribbon

· Something to colour with

· Optional: veil or tulle

Instructions:
1. Have the children make either a princess or a wizard hat. The basic hat is made the same way for both. Give each child a piece of heavy paper or cardboard, in the appropriate colour for the hat being made, cut into a circle with an extra cut made to the center point. 
2. The paper can be rolled into a cone that fits the child’s head, leaving an opening at the top, and stapled.
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For the princess hats, if using the veil or tulle, thread it through the hole at the top of the hat and tie a large knot (or two) on the inside of the hat to prevent it from coming out the top.
4. The children can also attach crepe paper and curls of ribbon to the top of their hats, and further decorate with markers, crayons, glitter, etc.
5. For the wizard hats, print out the template pieces for the children to colour and cut out.
6. The children can glue the shapes to their wizard hats. They can further decorate with markers, crayons, glitter, etc.

7. Attach a piece of elastic to the hats to fit under the child’s chin, to help keep the hats on.
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Craft for: Bad Boys

Toilet Roll Wolf

Materials:

· Toilet roll

· Something to colour with

· Scissors

· Glue

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to colour and cut out.

2. The children can glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube first.
3. Have the children glue the tail onto the back of the tp roll using the tabs to make a 3D effect.
4. Glue the head onto the front of the tp roll. Glue on the paws. 
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Craft for: Bubba and the Cowboy Prince
Stick Horse
Materials:

· Brown paper bags

· Lots of empty plastic grocery bags

· Wooden dowel

· Yarn scraps

· Markers or crayons

· Hot glue

Instructions:

1. Have each child stuff their paper bag with plastic grocery bags.

2. Put the stuffed paper bag on the end of a dowel. Tie the sack onto the dowel with a piece of yarn. Slide it back a little, add hot glue and slide it back onto the glue. If desired, make a bend in the bag so the head faces out from the neck.
3. The children can give their horses a mane made from yarn. They can colour on a face and add ears. They could add buttons for eyes or add googly eyes. They could also add reins that are coloured on or use yarn or string.
4. Once finished, the children can give their horses a name and go for a ride.

Alternate Craft for: Bubba and the Cowboy Prince
Cactus

Materials:

· Small plastic pot

· Tongue depressor

· Brown and green clay

· Uncooked spaghetti

Instructions:

1. Have the children fill their pots with the brown clay.

2. The children can then place a tongue depressor into the middle of the pot, and form a cactus around the tongue depressor using the green clay.
3. Once they have the cactus form they want, they can use spaghetti pieces for the spines, by pushing them into the clay. 

Craft for: Chickerella

Magic Wands

Materials:

· Cardboard

· Something to colour with

· Straw or dowel

· Ribbon

· Scissors

· Glue

· Tape

· Optional: glitter

Instructions:

1. Have the children create a shape on the cardboard for the top of their wands, such as a star, moon, heart, etc.

2. The children can cut out their shapes and then decorate. Use paint, markers, crayons, etc. 

3. If desired, finish off with glitter and glue.

4. Attach the shape to a straw or dowel with tape and/or glue.

5. The children can also attach ribbons to their wands.
Craft for: Cinderella

Glass Slippers

Materials:

· White or light blue paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Clear, white, light blue or silver glitter

Instructions:

1. Print out the shoe pattern for each child to cut out.

2. The children can glue the glitter onto the shoes to create a glass slipper.

3. The children could glue the slipper onto a piece of background paper, and then draw on other elements of the story: Cinderella, the coach, fairy godmother, etc.
Alternate Craft for: Cinderella

Royal Figures

Materials:

· Coloured construction paper

· White paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Something to colour with

· Glitter, foil, cotton, etc.

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces for each child to colour and cut out.

2. Have the children glue the pieces onto a piece of construction paper.

3. The children can then draw on the rest of the bodies of the royal figures- head, hands, face, etc.

4. The children could also add glitter, foil jewels, cotton fur, regal designs, or whatever else they would like.
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Craft for: Falling for Rapunzel

Rapunzel Paper Roll Craft 

Materials:
· Paper towel tube

· Wool (yellow or orange is best)

· Paper

· Crayons

· Scissors

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Have each child cut jagged bricks out of the top of the paper roll so it looks like a turret (or do this ahead of time). Have the children glue grey, black or brown paper around it.

2. Print out the template pieces for each child to colour and cut out.

3. Have the children glue Rapunzel's head to the top (so it looks like she's peering out a tall tower window). The door can be glued on next. 

4. Give each child 3 to 9 pieces of wool about 1 to 1 ½ times the height of their tower to braid. The children can tie another piece of wool to the top of the braid.

5. Help each child poke a hole in their tower, right by Rapunzel’s head.

6. Have the children thread the wool and braid through the tower hole (so the braid hangs down the outside of the tower).

7. The children can drop the wool down the tower and out the bottom.  Now tie the end to the bottom of the braid.
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The children will be able to pull the braid up so it's barely visible and then when Rapunzel lets down her hair, they'll be able to pull the braid back down.
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Craft for: Giant and the Beanstalk

Beanstalk Craft

Materials:

· Green construction paper (2 different shades would be good)

· Glue

· Tape

· Scissors

· Yarn

· Toilet paper tube

Instructions:

1. Have the children cover their toilet paper tubes with one shade of the green construction paper.

2. The children can then twist green strips of paper in the other shade, about 3-5 ½ inches by 12 inches. Have the children glue the vines around the tube, attaching on the inside of either end with tape and/or glue.

3. The children can draw and cut out leaves (or use template) and glue them onto the vine.

4. Next, thread a piece of yarn through the tube and over the outside and tie in a knot, so it forms a loop. 

5. The children can then draw a picture of either the giant or Jack (make sure he’s smaller than the tube) and attach the picture to the yarn.

6. The children can pull on the yarn and make the giant or Jack climb the beanstalk.
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Craft for: Goldie and the Three Bears
Toilet Roll Goldilocks
Materials:

· Toilet roll

· Paper

· Glue

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to colour and cut out.

2. The children can first glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube.
3. Next, they can glue on the arms and the head.

4. Glue the feet onto the bottom of the tp roll, bending the tabs to make a 3D effect.

5. The children can either glue the bowl or porridge into the hands, or make a paper sandwich to put in the hands, to go with the story.
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Alternate Craft for: Goldie and the Three Bears
Friend Collage

Materials:

· Magazines

· Glue

· Paper

· Something to colour with

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Give each child one large piece of paper.

2. Have the children cut pictures for magazines of things they like to do with their friends.

3. The children can glue the pictures onto the paper to create a collage.

4. The children could also draw on their own pictures.

Craft for: Humphrey, Albert and the Flying Machine
Toilet Roll Knight

Materials:

· Toilet roll

· Glue

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to colour and cut out.

2. The children can first glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube.
3. Next, they can glue on the arms and the head.

4. Glue the feet onto the bottom of the tp roll.

5. The children can finally glue the sword into one of the hands and the mace into the other.
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Alternate Craft for: Humphrey, Albert and the Flying Machine
Paper Bag Princess
Materials:

· Paper lunch bag
· Paper

· Pink paint or construction paper

· Yellow, brown, black or orange construction paper (for the hair)

· Scissors

· Glue and/or tape

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Get familiar with the paper bag, while it is lying flat. The side that is smooth is the back of the princess. On the other side is a flippy tab, which is the princess’s head. Underneath of this tab is the mouth. There is a flap of paper on the sides of the bag, which is where the arms will be slipped into.

2. Have the children either paint the head and body pink or cover with pink construction paper.
3. Print out the template pieces for each child to colour and cut out. The large piece is the skirt, three of the small dots are buttons and one dot is the nose

4. Give each child 2 rectangles of the hair coloured construction paper about 3 by 6 inches.
5. The children can cut 2 strips into each of these pieces (the long way) to make strands of hair, curl with a pencil and then glue to either side of the head.

6. For bangs, cut a third piece of paper as wide as the bag by about 2 inches.  Glue it to the top of the head.

7.  The children can then glue the crown to the bangs; the eyes, nose and mouth to the head; the skirt to the bottom of the body; and the arms into the side flaps. Glue or tape them onto the top of the flap so when being used, the arms will reach forward in a hugging motion instead of bending backwards.
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The children can further decorate and colour their princesses as they would like.
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Craft for: Joe Cinders

Cowboy Hat

Materials:

· Styrofoam bowl

· Paper plate

· String

· Stapler

· Something to colour with

· Coloured construction paper

Instructions:

1. Give each child a Styrofoam bowl and a paper plate. Staple the bowl upside down onto the upside down plate.

2. Have the children decorate their hats. They could colour, glue on pieces of coloured construction paper, use stickers, etc.

3. Attach a piece of string on opposite sides of each hat so it can be tied onto the child’s head.

Craft for: Love and Roast Chicken
Fox Mask

Materials:

· Paper (heavier paper if possible)

· Craft stick

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Pipe cleaners

· Glue or tape
Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child.

2. Have the children colour and cut out the template. The children can either use the paper eyes or cut out hole for their own eyes.

3. Attach a craft stick to one side of the fox face.

4. For whiskers, the children can glue or tape on pieces of pipe cleaner.

5. The children could also add teeth, decorate with paper shreds, etc.
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Craft for: Pancakes for Supper

Paper Pancakes

Materials:

· Brown paper

· Blue paper

· Hole punch

· Glue

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Have the children cut out a pancake from the brown paper, whatever size or shape they would like. You could also use brown craft foam.

2. To decorate, the children can use a hole punch to punch blueberries out of blue paper.
3. Have the children glue the berries onto the pancake in the shape of their first initial, or in any pattern they would like.
4. The children can add anything else they would like to their pancakes, such as other fruit, cotton ball whipped cream, paper syrup, etc.

Alternate Craft for: Pancakes for Supper

Porcupine
Materials:

· Egg carton

· Brown tissue paper or felt

· Toothpicks

· Glue

· Markers

· Scissors

· Wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Give each child one section of an egg carton.

2. The children can cover the outside of the egg cup with the tissue paper or felt.

3. Next, have the children dip toothpicks in glue and poke them into the top of the egg cup to make quills (leave one side bare for a face).

4. The children can glue wiggly eyes and draw other features on for a face on the bare side.
5. If desired, the children could also add colour to the toothpicks with markers.
Craft for: Precious and the Boo Hag

Paper Plate Monsters

Materials:

· Paper plate (any colour)

· Coloured construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue or tape

· Markers or crayons

· Pipe cleaners

Instructions:

1. Give each child a paper plate and a variety of construction paper and pipe cleaners.

2. Have the children create a monster face out of the paper plate. They can colour on features, cut shapes out of paper and glue on, use pipe cleaners, etc.

3. The children will have their very own Boo Hag.
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Craft for: The Princess and the Pea

Princess and Pea Bed

Materials:

· A variety of strips of material about 1/2" x 8" from all different patterns. The more different colors and patterns the better the project looks. Cut about 10 per child.

· Paper 
· Markers

· Dried green peas

Instructions:

1. Have the children glue the material strips (mattresses) horizontally onto what ever paper you want to use. They should glue them closely together so they look like a tall stack of mattresses on a bed.
2. When the children get to the height they desire, they can draw the princess on the top mattress. They could also glue on a paper cut-out princess, and also glue another small piece of material on top for a blanket.
3. The children can then glue a pea underneath the bottom mattress, close to the edge so they can see it peeking out.
Craft for: Puss in Cowboy Boots

Boot Craft

Materials:

· Brown construction paper

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Other colours of paper

· Sequins, etc.

Instructions:

1. Print out the boot template for each child. The template can be traced onto brown paper and cut out.

2. The children can then decorate their boots. They can colour, glue on bits of paper, glue on sequins, or any other material on hand that would be good for a boot.

3. If desired, the children could also glue their boots onto a larger piece of background paper, and then draw in characters from the story around the boot.
Craft for: A Sack Full of Feathers

Paper Bag Sack

Materials:

· Paper bag

· Stapler

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Give each child a paper bag with a 4 inch strip cut off from around the top of the bag.

2. Have the children cut the strip to make it one long strip and set it aside.
3. The children can draw a picture or design on the sides of their bags, and add any other decorations they would like.

4. Next, fold down the top edge of the paper bag about an inch.
5. Have the children fold the strip in half so they have one long strip that is 2 inches wide and double thick
6. Staple this onto the top, inside edge of each child’s bag to make the strap. You might also want to reinforce the stapled areas with tape.
7. The children can now fill their sacks with feathers, or anything else they would like (but not too heavy!).

Craft for: The Three Silly Billies

Ugly Troll Puppet
Materials:

· Paper bag

· Coloured construction paper

· Glue

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to colour and cut out. The children can pretty much decide which template piece should be which part of the troll’s face.

2. Have the children place their paper bags in front of them with the bottom of the bag facing up. This will be the face of the troll.

3. Have the children glue the face pieces onto the troll.

4. The children can glue on other pieces of coloured paper for other troll parts. They can also decorate their trolls with crayons and markers.
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Alternate Craft for: The Three Silly Billies

Little Red Riding Hood
Materials:

· Toilet roll

· Glue

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Paper

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child to colour and cut out.

2. The children can first glue the large rectangular piece around the toilet paper tube. You may wish to trim the tp roll down a little bit to get her proportions right.
3. Next, they can glue on the arms and the head.

4. Fold the tabs of the feet and glue to the inside of the tp roll.
5. Finally, glue the basket to the hands.
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Craft for: The Well at the End of the World
Crown

Materials:

· Coloured paper

· Heavier paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Something to colour with

· Glitter, aluminum foil, etc.

Instructions:

1. Print out one of the crown templates for each child to cut out from coloured paper.

2. The children can then decorate their crowns. They can use crayons, markers, glitter, make paper shapes, create aluminum foil jewels, and use any other suitable materials on hand.

3. Once the crowns are decorated, cut a long strip of paper from the heavier paper that will fit around each child’s head. 

4. The children can attach their crowns to the strip of paper. Attach the end’s of the strip for each child so the crown will stay on.
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Alternate Craft for: The Well at the End of the World
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Castle
Materials:
· Cardboard

· Paper

· Scissors 
· Something to colour with

· Toilet rolls

· Glue

Instructions:

1. Print out two copies of each template for each child.
2. Have the children glue the wall template pieces onto cardboard (such as old cereal boxes or poster board). The children can colour the walls and then cut them out. They can also cut a slit along the dark lines of the walls. The taller walls are the front and back of the castle.  The shorter walls are the sides.
3. The children can then colour and cut out the turret pieces. These can then be glued onto four toilet rolls. These will be the corners of the castle. Cut 2 slits at the bottom of each turret about 2 ½ inches apart and about 3 ½ inches long. Or wait until assembling the castle to ensure that the turret slits will line up with the wall slits.

4. Next, have the children colour and cut out the turret tops. These can be glued around the top of each toilet roll turret.
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To complete the castle, slide the turret slit and wall slits together.

6. If desired, the children can also cut a door in the front.

7. For more stability, glue the castle onto a piece of cardboard that has been covered in coloured paper.

8. The children can also add pipe cleaner flag poles and felt or paper pennants.
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Craft for: Why Epossumondas Has No Hair on His Tail
Opossum Craft

Materials:
· Grey and pink construction paper
· Scissors

· Glue

·  Pipe cleaner

Instructions:

1. Each child will need an oval and a circle cut from grey construction paper for the head and body of their opossums.

2. The children can either make the opossum on its own or glued onto a piece of background paper.

3. Have the children glue the head onto the body.
4. They can then cut ears and feet out of pink construction paper and a nose out of grey paper.

5. Add a pipe cleaner tail.

6. For the eyes, they can be drawn on, cut from black paper, or use wiggly eyes.
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Craft for: The Wolf Who Cried Boy

Paper Bag Wolf

Materials:

· Paper

· Paper bag

· Glue or tape

· Scissors

· Something to colour with

· Grey paper

Instructions:

1. Get familiar with the paper bag, while it is lying flat. The side that is smooth is the back of the princess. On the other side is a flippy tab, which is the princess’s head. Underneath of this tab is the mouth. There is a flap of paper on the sides of the bag, which is where the arms will be slipped into.

2. Print out the template pieces for each child to colour and cut out. They could also cut the ears, nose, tail and arms out of grey paper (or another colour if they would like).

3. The children can also paint their paper bags grey or cover with grey paper. The bags can also be left as is.
4. Have the children fold the corners of the flippy tab under and glue/ tape them to make a triangular head shape. Glue or tape the nose onto the end of the triangle.
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5. Lift the flap/snout and glue the tongue on underneath it. Glue the eyes and ears onto the head.
6. Glue the arms onto the bag, into the side flaps. Glue/tape the tail onto the back.
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
