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Craft for: Altlantic

Dolphin Basket
Materials:

· Paper or plastic cup
· Coloured tissue paper
· Construction paper
· Pipe cleaners

· Scissors
· Crayons
· Glue
· Tape
Instructions:

1. Have each child wrap their cup with coloured tissue paper.
2. Have the templates printed for each child to colour and cut out. Or the template could be printed on coloured paper.

3. The small fish can be glued or taped onto the cup.

4. Next the children can attach a pipe cleaner to the dolphin. This could be done by threading the pipe cleaner through the dolphin or by simply taping the pipe cleaner to the back of the dolphin.

5. Have the children attach each end of the pipe cleaner to either side of the cup with tape or glue. Try to position the dolphin so it looks like it is diving, like in the picture.
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Craft for: Beneath the Bridge
Egg Carton Sailboats
Materials:

· Egg carton

· Toothpicks or straws

· Scissors

· Tape

· Construction paper

· Markers

· Clay

Instructions:

1. Give each child one individual cup from the egg carton for the boat.
2. Have each child cut out a triangle sail from the construction paper. These can be drawn ahead of time or the children can draw their own sails.

3. If using the toothpicks, the children can thread their sails through the toothpick. If using straws, just have the children tape the sails to a cut off portion of straw.
4. The children can decorate the egg carton cup with markers, stickers, or anything else on hand that they would like to use.

5. Each child can then place a piece of clay in the bottom of the boat, and then stick the sail and mast into the clay.
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Craft for: Dawn Watch

Bookmark for the Sailing Enthusiast
Materials:

· Coloured construction paper or plain paper

· Pipe cleaners

· Scissors

· Toothpicks

· Tape or glue

· Crayons

· Other decorating materials

Instructions:

1. Print out the sailboat and anchor template for each child. The children can colour the sailboat and sail, and add other decorations as desired. They could add stripes to the sail and give the boat a name. The template could also be printed or traced onto coloured construction paper. For a sturdier bookmark, use a heavier weight paper.

2. Have the children cut out the boat and sail, and connect the two pieces with a toothpick for a mast, securing with tape or glue
3. Next, give each child a pipe cleaner. On one end of the pipe cleaner the anchor can the attached, and the other end can be attached to the boat. Poke the pipe cleaner right through the boat and secure it in place on the back side with tape or glue.
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Craft for: Ebb & Flo and the Baby Seal

Fish in Water Paper Plate Craft
Materials:

· Paper plates

· Paper for fish template or fish crackers
· Glue and green cellophane
· Plastic wrap

· Blue and green tissue paper or crepe paper
Optional:

· Leaves, sea shells, etc.
· Hole punch

· Yarn

Instructions:

1. Have the children rip up pieces of the crepe paper or tissue paper and glue to their paper plates.
2. The children can also crinkle up sheets of cellophane and glue to the paper plate.

3. There are a few options for adding sea life to the plate. The children can use the template pieces (or draw their own), and colour and cut them out. They could also use shells and small fake underwater plants and fish crackers. Another option is to cut sea life pictures out of a magazine and glue those onto the plate.
4. Once all of the sea life is added, the entire plate can be covered in either the blue cellophane or with plastic wrap.
5. If desired, a hole could be punched at the top of the plate so a piece of yarn can be tied through for hanging.

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Craft for: Fish Wish
Yarn Octopus
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Materials:
· Two different colors of yarn

Small ball of cotton 

· Glue 

· Wiggle eyes 

· Felt, optional 

· Ruler 

· Scissors 

· Glue 
Instructions:
1. Cut 12 (12" or 30 cm) long pieces of yarn (yarn color number one) for each child. If you would like a smaller octopus, simply cut the yarn shorter.
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Lay the yarn on a flat surface so that it looks like the spokes of a wheel, and so that the yarn intersects with each other in the center of the wheel. 
3. Have the children put a small ball of cotton, a little bigger than the size of a Ping-Pong ball, in the center of the wheel. 

4. The children can then gather up the pieces of yarn around the cotton and tie them with a piece of another color of yarn (yarn color number two). 

5. Have the children separate the yarn into groups of three and braid them. Tie each braid at the end with a piece of yarn color number two. Each child should then end up with eight braids. 

6. Glue two wiggle eyes onto the yarn surrounding the ball of cotton. 

7. The children can use either yarn or felt to make a mouth for your octopus and glue it on. 
8. If the braiding is too difficult, just use four strands of yarn instead of the 12. This will make 8 legs without having to braid. A thicker yarn could be used for this to give the octopus a bit more body and bulk.
Tips:

When you are done with this project it is an approximately five inch (12 cm) octopus.

Craft for: A House For Hermit Crab
Hermit Crabs
Materials:

· Coloured construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Something to colour with

· Scraps of paper, tissue paper, etc. for decorating

· Optional: sandpaper

Instructions:
1. Print out the templates for each child to colour and cut out.

2. Have the children glue their crabs and shells to a piece of blue construction paper.

3. The children can further decorate their crab shells with bits of paper, shiny paper, etc.

4. If desired, the children can glue a piece of sandpaper onto the blue construction paper before they glue on the crab. The sandpaper will create a beach for the crab to crawl across.

5. The children could also draw on fish, plants, birds, other crabs, etc.
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Craft for: I’m Mighty
Paper Plate Fish
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Materials:

· Paper plate 

· Scissors 

· Glue (or tape or a stapler) 

· Googly eyes (optional) 

· Crayons, paint or markers

Instructions:

1. Cut a wedge out of a paper plate for each child. The wedge will be the fish's tail; the hole will be the fish's mouth.
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2. Have the children glue (or use tape or a stapler) the tail to the end of the fish.
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3. The children can then glue a googly eye on the fish (glue on two eyes if you want a flounder) or simply draw eye(s).

4. Have the children color in the fish, drawing scales, lips, and so on. 

5. For an extra touch, make a tiny fish (use the same instructions as above, but start with a tiny circle made from construction paper). Hang the tiny fish from the large fish's mouth using a short piece of thread.

Turtles
Materials:

· Paper bowls

· Construction paper

· Scissors

· Glue or tape

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces for each child, either on white paper for them to colour or on green paper. 
2. Have the children cut out the template pieces.

3. The children can colour and decorate their bowls like a turtle’s shell. They can also glue on scraps of coloured paper.

4. Next the children can glue the pieces to the underneath their bowls so they peek out from underneath.

Craft for: Loud Emily
Dimensional Lighthouses
Materials:

· Heavier weight paper

· Scissors

· Markers or crayons

Instructions:

1. Print the template out (or trace) onto the heavy paper for the children to cut out.

2. The children can cut a slit in the bottom of each piece where indicated.

3. Have the children decorate both pieces with markers, crayons, and anything else on hand that they might want to use.

4. The two lighthouse shapes can be slid together to make one three dimensional lighthouse.
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Craft for: Mister Seahorse 

Ocean Mobile
Materials:
· Paper (preferably a heavier paper)

· Something to colour with

· Scissors

· Glue

· String or yarn

· Small paper plate or circle of cardboard

· Straws or sticks

Instructions:

1. Print out the template pieces for each child to colour and cut out along the dotted lines.

2. Have the children fold the template pieces in half and glue the back and front together.

3. Help the children poke a small hole in the top of each template piece.

4. The children can decorate their plate or circle with markers, paint, stickers, etc.

5. Poke a hole through the center of each circle.

6. Have the children arrange the straws or sticks in an X shape and tie with the wool or string.
7. Tie a long piece of yarn to the center of the X.  Slide the circle of cardboard or paper plate onto the yarn (through the hole you made).

8. Tape the straws to the plate to keep them in their X shape and balanced.
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Tie a piece of string or yarn through each template piece, and then string each piece onto one of the straws (and in the center if desired).

Seashore Scenes
Materials:

· Blue paper

· Sandpaper

· Brightly coloured or white paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Give each child a piece of the blue paper and a piece of sandpaper long enough to go across the blue paper.

2. Have the children glue the sandpaper to the bottom of the blue paper so it looks like a sandy beach.

3. Give each child a printout of the templates to cut out. The pieces can either be coloured or traced onto coloured paper and cut out again.
4. The children can then glue the pieces to their beach scenes. They can also add a sun, clouds, etc.
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Craft for: My Life with the Wave

Egg Carton Starfish

Materials:

· Egg carton

· Paint, markers or crayons

· Craft glue

· Beads

· Wiggle eyes

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Use the scissors or utility knife to cut one cup section from the egg carton for each child. Now, have the children cut the cup section into a star shape, or do this ahead of time. 
2. Have the children paint or colour both sides of their egg cups, whatever colour they would like.
3. Next, the children can glue beads to the underside like those in the picture above. You can use pony beads, e-beads, or seed beads. 
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4. Once the glue on the beads is dry, the children can flip over their star fish and glue on a set of wiggle eyes.
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Alternate Craft for: My Life with the Wave
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Egg Carton Oyster
Materials:
· Egg Carton 

· Masking Tape 

· Acrylic Paint, markers or crayons 
· Craft Glue 

· Felt 

· Pom-poms 

· Wiggle Eyes 

· Scissors 
Instructions:

1. Give each child 2 sections of the egg carton.

2. Have the children paint or colour the inside and outside of each egg cup.
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Create the oyster by setting one of the egg carton cups on top of the other, cut edges together. Place a piece of masking tape on the egg carton cups as shown to hold them together. 
4. The children can paint or colour the masking tape so it matches the rest of the oyster.
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Actually, the inside of the oyster is actually the oyster. To make the oyster, use a few pieces of pink felt. Glue it in place using craft glue. Use a small white pompom for the pearl.
6. Finally, the children can glue a couple of wiggle eyes onto their oysters. Either glue the wiggle eyes to the outside of the oyster shell or glue them on the felt inside.
Craft for: Out of the Ocean
Submarine's Port Hole 
Materials:

· Two cheap paper plates
· Scissors
· Glue
· Stapler
· Crayons/Markers/Paint
· Plastic Wrap
· Sand/Cornmeal
· Pebbles
· Yarn, sponge, tissues, fabric
· Shells (macaroni or real)
· Fish (crackers, gummies, etc.)
Instructions:

1. Have the children colour one plate blue to look like water.

2. The children can then glue sand/cornmeal and pebbles to the blue area.

3. Next, have the children create sea plant and animals with yarn, sponge, tissue, fabric, or whatever is on hand. They can also glue on the shells and fish.

4. Give each child a second plate. This plate needs to have the center cut out, leaving the rim intact.

5. Have the children glue plastic wrap across the cut out portion to form the porthole’s glass.

6. Staple the two plates together, rim to rim, with the water scene inside. 

Craft for: Row, Row, Row Your Boat

Lovely Log Rafts
Materials:

· Brown construction paper
· Craft sticks

· White paper

· Tape

Instructions:

1. Give each child a couple pieces of brown paper. Have them fold each piece in half and in half again, then unfold and cut along the fold lines. This could also be done ahead of time.

2. Have the children roll each piece of paper into a log and tape in place. 

3. The children can then bind the logs together with tape to create a raft.
4. Next, insert a craft stick in the center pointing upwards for a mast. Lay logs on either side of it to help support it.
5. Have the children create a sail for their rafts with a white piece of paper. Trim it so it is an appropriate rectangle size for the raft. Cut a horizontal slit at the top and the bottom of the sail about one inch from the edge and slip it over the craft stick. Bow out the paper so it looks like wind is catching it.
6. This craft could also be done with real twigs so the raft can float in water.
Craft for: The Snail and the Whale
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Stuffed Paper Bag Whale

Materials:
· Blue and grey paint, markers, crayons, or coloured paper

· Paper lunch bag

· Newspaper

· Blue construction paper

· Elastic band or masking tape

· Scotch tape

· Glue

· Black marker

· Optional: wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Give each child a paper bag to colour blue and grey. This can be done with paint, markers, crayons, or by covering the bag in coloured paper. Different colours besides blue and grey could also be used.

2. Once the bags are coloured, have the children stuff their bags with shredded newspaper, leaving about 3 inches unstuffed.

3. Next, scrunch the top together rand wrap an elastic band or masking tape around to seal. The stuffed part is the body of the whale, and the end (top of the bag) is the tail.

4. Next, have the children create flippers for their whales. Or use the template provided for the children to cut out.
5. Have a rectangle cut from blue construction paper for each child. Have the children cut slits in the paper, as shown by the dotted lines below.
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6. The children can roll the piece of paper around a pencil and tape it to make a tube. This will be the spout of the whale.

7. Have the children scotch tape or glue the flippers to the tummy of the whale.

8. A hole can be poked in the top of the bag with a pencil to squish the bottom of the spout into. Tape in place.

9. Have the children draw on eyes, a nose and mouth with a black marker. They could also use wiggly eyes.
  

Templates
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Craft for: This is the Sea That Feeds Us

Super Spiky Sea Urchins

Materials:

· Aluminum foil

· Coloured tooth picks (ones with a non-pointy end might be good)

· Tissue paper

· Glitter (optional)

Instructions:

1. Give each child a large piece of aluminum foil.

2. Have the children scrunch the foil into a ball.

3. The children can then wrap a piece of coloured tissue paper around the foil ball and glue or tape in place.

4. The urchins can be decorated with glitter or small shapes of paper.

5. Finally, have the children press the coloured toothpicks into the foil to give the sea urchin it’s spines.
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Craft for: Way Down Deep in the Deep Blue Sea
Recycled Sea Life Creatures
Make an octopus, squid and a sea anemone from recycled cardboard tubes. 

Materials:
· Empty Paper Towel Tube 

· Tacky Glue 

· Paint and Brush, crayons, or markers 

· Two Wiggle Eyes -- 20mm 

· Scissors 

· Hole Punch 

· Construction Paper 

Instructions:
1. Give each child a paper towel tube.
2. Have the children cut strips down one side of the tube to make octopus legs, squid or anemone tendrils.

3. If making an octopus, cut the tube a bit shorter, like in the picture.

4. The children can bend or curl the tube strips around a fat marker.

5. Have the children decorate their sea creatures however they would like. They could use paint, crayons, markers, bits of coloured paper, etc. Use a hole punch to make coloured dots.

6. The children can glue on wiggly eyes to finish off.
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Craft for: Somewhere in the Ocean
Paper-Bag Fish
Materials:

· Paper bags (shopping or lunch size)

· Pencil

· Scissors

· Markers or crayons

· Wrapping paper or fabric scraps

· Glue

· Stapler

· Newspaper

Instructions:
1. Cut off the bottom of a paper bag, and lay it down flat. (You'll have a double layer of brown paper.) 

2. Have the children either draw a fish shape on the bag with a pencil or trace the template onto the bag, and then cut around the fish shape through both layers of paper. 

3. Now it's time to decorate the fish. What colors should it be? Should it have a smiling mouth? Should her fish have gills, or "whiskers" like a catfish? If you have some old scraps of wrapping paper or fabric, have the children cut them up and glue them on. The results can be outlandish! 

4. When both sides have been decorated, line them up, and staple around most of the outside edge, leaving the "mouth" end of the fish open. 

5. Crumple up newspaper and stuff it inside the fish. (You might want to rip the newspaper into smaller pieces first—it's easier to crumple that way.) 

6. When the fish is sufficiently "fat," staple it up the rest of the way. 
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Craft for: Hello Ocean

Coffee Filter Jellyfish

Materials:

· coffee filter

· clear plastic cup

· markers or pens

· tissue paper (or wool/string)

· clear tape

Instructions:

1. Have the children colour their coffee filters with markers or pens.

2. Wet the coffee filters and allow to dry.
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3. Next, thread some string through the base of the cup so it hangs upside down. Thread the string through the base of the coffee filter so it hangs upside down over (and hiding) the cup.

4. Have the children cut long thin streamers of tissue paper and stick around the base of the cup and coffee filter to make the tentacles.
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Craft for: The Seashore Book
Egg Carton Crab

Materials:

· Egg carton

· Paint or markers 
· Craft glue

· Chenille stems

· Wiggly eyes

· Scissors

· Utility knife

Instructions:

1. Give each child one individual cup from the egg carton.
2. Have the children either paint their egg cups or colour with markers.
3. For the chenille stem, each child will need 2 pieces 6 inches long, 2 pieces ½ inch long, and 8 pieces 1 ½ inches long
4. Have the children glue the 8 pieces to the bottoms of their cups as shown.
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5. Take the two 8-inch pieces of chenille stem and bend them as shown in the picture below, so they look like pinchers.
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6. Have the children glue the pinchers to the crab in the same way as the legs. You may need to use something to hold up the pinchers while the glue dries (As you can see in the picture above, I used extra egg carton cups). Let the glue dry completely.
Cont’d
7. The two 1/2-inch long pieces of chenille stem are glued just above the pinchers.

8. Have the children glue a set of wiggle eyes onto their crabs, right onto the tips of the 1/2-inch chenille stems previously glued on.
