Penguin 
Materials:

· Toilet paper rolls

· Black and white construction paper

· Small pieces of orange pipe cleaner

· Googly eyes

Instructions:

1. Have the children cover their cardboard rolls with a pre-sized piece of black construction paper. 

2. The children can then glue a white oval of construction paper onto the middle of the roll. They can either make the oval themselves, or this can be pre-cut as well.

3. Have the children use a small piece of orange pipe cleaner for the beak and also glue on 2 googly eyes.

4. Additional black paper can be used to add wings to the penguins.

Hand and Foot Tern

Craft for: Bad Bears in the Big City
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Jointed Teddy Bears
Materials:

· White paper (preferably a heavier weight)

· Scissors

· Brass fasteners

· Glue

· Something to colour with

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child. The pieces can either be left white to look like polar bears or coloured to look like a different kinds of bear.

2. Have the children cut out the bears.

3. The children can then attach the head, arms and legs to the body of the bear using brass fasteners.

4. Next, the children can glue the eyes and nose onto their bears. They could also draw on a mouth. If desired, they can further decorate their bears to look like the bears from the story, such as adding black jackets.

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Craft for: The Blizzard's Robe

Northern Light Streamers
Materials:
· Paper Towel Tube (toilet paper tube will work too) 

· Crepe Paper Streamers (a few different colors- five works well) 

· Glue Stick 

· Coloured Chalk or Pastels
· Black Construction Paper 

· Elastic Band 

Instructions: 

1. Measure the length of the tube. Cut the black construction paper to that same length or a wee bit longer. Cut the paper into a width that fits around the paper roll and overlaps by at least 1/2 inch. Put the black paper piece around the tube and secure with glue. 
2. Give one tube (with paper around it) to each child. Have them take the rolls of crepe streamer and roll out an arms stretched out length of streamer. Cut it off and set it aside. Do this five times using a variety of colours. 
3. Have the children glue all around one end of the tube, and then place one end of the streamer pieces on the end of the tube (with the main length of the streamer facing away from the tube), overlapping by about half a streamer as you go. Add more glue if necessary. 
4. The children can then colour the black paper with the chalk or pastels to look like Northern Lights. 
5. Now comes the fun part. Run around waving the streamer. The different colours look like Northern Lights waving behind (or beside) you. Have fun! 
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Craft for: In Arctic Waters
Mix-and-Match Activity Book

Materials:

· Paper

· Scissors

· Stapler

· Something to colour with.

Instructions:

1. Print out the template for each child.

2. Have the children colour each animal on the template however they would like.

3. Next, the children can cut out each rectangle containing an animal, and then cut along the dotted line just up to the solid gray line (spine). 

4. Staple each child’s pages together where indicated along the spine.

5. Now the children can mix and match their animals!

6. It may be easier to staple the four pages together and then cut along the dotted lines all at once, to make sure they line up so they are easier to flip up and down.

Polar Bears
Materials:

· White paper

· Blue and black paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Cotton balls, white packing noodles, or white tissue paper
· Optional: wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Print out the template on to white paper for each child to cut out.

2. Have the children glue cotton balls, white packing noodles, or bits of white tissue paper all over their bears.

3. The children can create eyes, a nose and mouth out of the black paper to glue onto their bears. They could also use wiggly eyes.

4. To finish off, the children can glue their bears onto a piece of blue background paper. They could also cut out an iceberg from white paper for their bears to stand on.

Materials:

· White paper

· Coloured paper 
· Glue or tape

· Something to colour with

· Cotton balls

Instructions:

1. Print out the doll templates for each child to cut out.
2. Have the children glue or tape the template pieces onto a piece of coloured paper.

3. The children can colour their dolls however they would like, and add a face.

4. As a finishing touch, have the children glue pieces of the cotton balls where there might be fur on the doll’s clothing, like in the picture.

5. The children could also add on other bits of material, or whatever is on hand to decorate their dolls. (Such as coat buttons.)

Penguin Feet 

Materials: 
· White paper
· Scissors
· Crayons or markers
· Glue

· Optional: wiggly eyes

Instructions: 
1. Trace each child’s foot onto white paper. 
2. Next have the children color their foot tracing so it looks like a penguin. The top half of the foot is the head. 
3. They will need to make wings and penguin feet. They can draw these onto the same paper. They could also cut out their penguins and glue onto a coloured piece of background paper. Then they could cut the feet and wings out of coloured paper and glue then on to the penguin, or just draw them on.
4. The children could add wiggly eyes.

5. Have the children decorate their papers with anything else they would like to complete the penguin scene.

Cotton Ball Igloo 

Materials:

· 3" Styrofoam Ball 

· Cotton Balls 

· Tacky Glue 

· Snowflake Sequins 

· Scissors 

· Serrated Knife 
Instructions:

1. Use the serrated knife to cut the bottom third off of a Styrofoam ball for each child. Give the children the larger piece and discard the bottom.

2. Have the children glue cotton balls all around the remaining top of the Styrofoam balls.

3. The children can then pinch and glue flattened cotton balls to make a mock tunnel door.

4. Have the children glue snowflake sequins onto their igloos.

5. To finish off, the children could glue their igloos to a piece of blue or white paper and draw on a background scene (such as animals, people, ice, snow, etc).

Polar Bear Yarn Bug

Materials:
· White Yarn 
· Pipe Cleaner 

· Craft Foam, felt or construction paper 

· Empty Egg Carton or Styrofoam Ball 

· 5" Square of Cardboard 

· Tacky Glue 
· Wiggly eyes

· Snowflake sequins
Instructions:
1. Print pattern for ears, nose, and feet onto paper. If using craft foam, print on regular paper, staple to the foam and trim the outlines. Either cut the pieces out ahead of time or have the children cut their own pieces out.

2. Make a pompom by wrapping yarn around the heavy cardboard at least 100 times.

3. Cut a 6 inch piece of yarn and slide it under one side of the wrapped yarn and tie tightly.

4. Turn the yarn wrapped cardboard over and cut completely through the yarn on this side. Turn the yarn blob sideways and smooth down strands.
5. Give each child either one section of the egg carton or a Styrofoam ball.

6. Use tacky glue to glue the egg cup or Styrofoam ball upside down in the center of the feet.Glue the pompom to the carton or ball.

7. Arrange yarn as desired.
8. Glue on the eyes, nose, and ears.

9. Glue on snowflake sequins.

Alternate Craft for: The Polar Bear Son: an Inuit Tale
Fuzzy Polar Bear
Materials:

· Jumbo craft sticks or tongue depressors (2 per child)

· Spring-type wooden clothespins (4 per child)

· Fibre fill (could also use cotton balls)
· E-size black beads or peppercorns (3 per child)

· Scraps of white felt

· Glue 

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Have each child clip and glue two clothespins to each craft stick, approximately 1 inch from the ends.

2. The children can then completely cover each clothespin-craft stick assembly with fibre fill.

3. Next, glue the two halves of the polar bear together. If the legs are spread slightly, it should stand on its own.

4. Have the children glue on beads for the eyes and the nose, and cut 2 small half circles to glue on for ears.

5.  To make this craft easier, only do one craft stick and 2 clothespins for each child. Small pompoms, bits of paper, or googly eyes could be substituted for the beads.

Torn Paper Polar Animals 

Materials:

· Blue and White Paper

· Glue

· Other coloured paper

Instructions:

1. Give each child a full sheet of blue paper and a half sheet of white paper.

2. Have them create polar bears and penguins (or other arctic animals) by tearing pieces of the white paper and gluing then onto the blue paper.

3. The children could also use small amounts of other coloured paper, such as black for the penguins.

4. The children could also create snow, ice, clouds, etc.

5. To make this a little bit easier, the children could first draw the animals onto the blue paper, and then glue the bits white paper onto their drawings. 

Craft for: Whale Snow

Snow Clouds
Materials:

· White ribbon

· Heavy white paper

· Tape

· Glue

· Cotton balls

· Scissors

Instructions:

1. Either print out the cloud pattern of choice for the children to cut out, or have them draw their own clouds from the white paper.

2. Give each child several strips of ribbon of different lengths and have them tape the ribbons to the back of their clouds so the ribbons dangle below the clouds.

3. The children can then glue cotton balls to the ribbons to create the effect of snow falling from the clouds. They could also glue cotton balls onto the clouds.

Arctic Fox Cup Puppet

Craft for: Without You

Cute Penguins - A Snap to Make!
Materials:

· Two Styrofoam cups

· Black and yellow construction paper

· White paper

· Scissors

· Glue

· Tape

· Crayons

· Optional: Cotton balls, wiggly eyes

Instructions:

1. Have the children put one Styrofoam cup on top of the other so the tops are facing. Tape them together. This is the penguin’s body.

2. Print out the templates for the nose, feet, and wings for each child to trace onto the coloured paper (wings on black, feet and nose on yellow)

3. Have the children glue or tape the wings, feet and nose to their penguins.

4. For the eyes, either have the children cut out white and black eyes from construction paper or use wiggly eyes.
5. The children can further decorate their penguins with crayons, cotton ball fur, etc.
